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What is Corpus Christi?
The Feast of Corpus Christi  is the special Feast celebrated by Roman
Catholics  on the 2nd  Thursday after the Feast of  Pentecost or the sixtieth
[60] day after Easter

It is the Feast which high-
lights a special aspect  of the
Holy Thursday Liturgy, the
institution  of  the "Eucha-
rist" as the Gift of Jesus'
Body and Blood for all
people.

It is an invitation for catholics
to focus on this gift and to
reaffirm  our belief in the
Eucharist.

We do this  in two main
ways:

[a] Participation in
Holy Mass

[b] Participation in a
Public Procession

The Eucharist §§ 1322 - 1419

1324 The Eucharist is "the source and summit of the Christian life.” “The
other sacraments, and indeed all ecclesiastical ministries and works of the
apostolate, are bound up with the Eucharist and are oriented towards it. For in
the blessed Eucharist is contained the whole spiritual good of the Church, namely
Christ himself, our Pasch.”

1325 “The Eucharist is the efficacious sign and sublime cause of that communion
in the divine life and that unity of the People of God by which the Church is kept
in being. It is the culmination both of God’s action sanctifying the world in Christ
and of the worship men offer to Christ and through him to the Father in the Holy
Spirit.”

1326  Finally, by the Eucharistic celebration we already unite ourselves with the
heavenly liturgy and anticipate eternal life, when God will be all in all.

1327 In brief, the Eucharist is the sum and summary of our faith: “Our way of
thinking is attuned to the Eucharist, and the Eucharist in turn confirms our way of
thinking.”

As we seek to rebuild the tra-
dition of  the Corpus Christi
procession in our parish, we
invite schools and other orga-
nizations to allow the children
to  demonstrate their under-
standing and appreciation of
this gift of the Eucharist, by
encouraging them to attend the
9.00 a.m. mass and participate
in the Procession after the
mass. It is a special way of
celebrating the anniversary of
the First Holy Communion of
our children who were privi-
leged to begin receiving the
Eucharist in some previous
year.

All persons and especially chil-
dren should be encouraged to
attend Eucharistic adora-
tion  during the few days
preceeding the feast or at least
spend some time in prayer be-
fore the Blessed Sacrament in
church or in the Adoration
Chapel.

Review religious vocabulary. As we
prepare for this feast,  it is a good time to
review or deepen our Religious Vocabu-
lary  with special emphasis on the mean-
ing of those words specially related to the
celebration of  this feast:  “Sacrifice”, “Sal-
vation”, “Righteousness”, “Redemption”,
“Sacrament”, “Consecrate”, “Feast”,
“Blessed”.

For those who had the opportunity  to
celebrate a "Christian"  SEDER  MEAL
during Holy Week, it would be a good
opportunity in the few days before the
Feast to reflect on the meaning of that ex-
perience in the light of your Faith in the
Eucharist. You may want to share your
experience with your fellow catholics in
simple gatherings..

This week and especially on Thursday,
Corpus Christi, please pray for a priest.
Parents should talk to their  children about
vocations — that is, about dedicating their
lives to the service of Our Lord Jesus
Christ as priests or in consecrated reli-
gious life.
