The many persons who braved the conditions and participated in the Dialogue
session on Saturday 16th August, were positively blessed with part of the
experience of these committed young people. I look forward to the follow up
experiments and "Village Camps" and you will be kept informed as to how we
develop.

To paraphrase the founder, Dr. Cromwell, This was not just a hold-a-hand,
sing-a-song, plant-a-tree project. It was one where the youth were chal-
lenged to transform attitudes and behaviours that promote violence and so-
cial irresponsibility and to begin to accept their role as makers of peace in our
culture.
